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The following index is the result of a one-year project, which aims to provide a
foundation for an analysis of place-naming in Late Antique Egypt as seen through
Coptic sources. While compiling the list, given the limited time, I have tried not
to be too ambitious, and yet I hope that the list will be of some benefit to other
scholars who focus on aspects different from mine.’

Sources are limited to those publications that are mentioned in the Checklist of
Editions of Greek, Latin, Demotic, and Coptic Papyri, Ostraca, and Tablets
(https://papyri.info/docs/checklist) under the heading “Editions of Greek and
Coptic Documentary Papyri by Year of Publication” in June 2023. The list
contains therefore mainly place-names attested in documentary texts, but there are
attestations from literary texts as well as long as they are included in publications
mentioned in the Checklist (for instance in older catalogues such as P.Ryl.Copt.).

The following conventions have been applied: each heading gives a name
which as a rule reflects the most frequently attested spelling. In a few cases the
traditional form is used instead (e.g. kynwroxic). Sometimes an unattested form
has been created for reasons of alphabetical sorting (e.g. Tenne for enne). Variant
spellings are noted in indented subentries. Square brackets indicate letters lost in
lacunae. Parentheses embrace resolved abbreviations. Supralinear strokes have
occasionally been included, but consistency should not be expected. Uncertain
readings are signalled by dotting the dubious letters for unique or rarely attested
place-names, seldom in the case of well-attested names. Information regarding
the variety of Coptic (“dialect”) of the original document is not provided.

It is important to note that this is an index of indexes. The texts are quoted by
the abbreviations of the Checklist and the relevant index page of each text edition
preceded by the abbreviation “p.” or “pp.”. This way of referencing to the index
page is inspired by Monika Hasitzka’s list of personal names and was necessary
as a time-saving measure. There can be one or more attestations behind each
locator. For example anTimnooy is quoted once from SB Kopt. IV, but in reality
this represents three different documents using the same standard spelling. It is
obvious that the list cannot be used for statistics. There are cases, however, where
the locator refers instead to the page where the place name actually occurs: this
concerns mainly publications without index, but sometimes it is also necessary to
specifiy on which page a particular spelling is found. In those cases parentheses
are used around the number. Publication numbers are likewise enclosed by

brackets, but are always preceded by ‘no.” Line numbers are provided, where
necessary, in superscript. All attestations have been checked against the edited
text and, indeed, this is necessary as many published indexes show a standardised
form, not the spelling actually found in the edited text. No attempt has been made
to check against the originals.

Due to Coptologists’ differing principles of alphabetization, the reference to
the index page may result in some trouble in finding the entry in the original
publication. Most indexes are rather short, however, and therefore quick to look
through, so the inconvenience should be minor. In a few cases, I have indicated
where to look in the original publication through ‘s.v.’.

Not all items found in the toponymic indexes of text editions have been
included in this list. Derived forms such as adjectives or ethnics have been
omitted. Similarly, since this is a list concerned with Coptic linguistic usage,
names that occur in Greek passages are discarded — even if these are not
infrequently rendered in Coptic type in the index, which is irritatingly misleading.
Unfortunately, it is often impossible to tell, when it comes to designations of
localities with transparent meaning, whether they are true names or only ad hoc
descriptions. It seems better, however, to include rather too much than too little,
but an expression such as TKa©OAIKH €KKAHCIa, ‘the common church’ which is
clearly not a proper name, has been omitted. A few outdated editions are cited
only when no newer edition exists. Thus, this work contains only those records
from CPR II that have not been reedited in CPR IV or CPR XII. Similarly
P.Pesynthios Louvre, which is expected soon, is cited in preference to Revillout’s
outdated editions in P.Pisentius.

Alphabetical sorting is used throughout. Vowels are taken into account, in
contrast with the consonantal principle used in modern Coptic dictionaries or
indexes for appellatives. I have preferred the ordering letter-by-letter. This means
that spaces are not considered and words are read as though run together. Thus
nmma Nkypic is followed by maanne which in its turn precedes mMa NAEONTIN.
Restored attestations follow unrestored ones, but are otherwise treated as if there
were no brackets. If the beginning of a place-name is lost and cannot be restored
with a sufficiently high degree of certainty, the name is relegated to the section of
defective attestations found after the main listing.

I have alphabetized designations of monasteries (MONACTHPION, Ma, TOTIOC,
etc.) or churches under the name of the patron saint which is in fact the only
indispensable element. Any preposed determining words (except ama) are



reversed and placed after a comma.” Thus, darioc ana 1epumiac is alphabetized
under the letter 1, but cited as amna 1epumiac, parioc. Such entries are sorted first
according to the anthroponym, then strictly from the left (i.e. from the first letter
following the comma). In contrast, names of possibly non-ecclesiastical localities
formed on nmua and an anthroponym are ordered according to the first element.
Streets are alphabetised under nig1p ‘the street’.

Serious problems for any indexer of Coptic are caused by the letters o, ¢ and
X, that sometimes function as single consonants, as in all loanwords from Greek
(epakn ‘Thracia’ is consequently found under the letter o). At other times, the
same letters are used in Coptic as digraphs for T, ng, kg, with which they can
alternate. The letters ¢ and o are therefore resolved, for the sake of
alphabetization, as g and T respectively, but only if the name contains a Coptic
(or Greek) appellative, whenever ¢ and e represent the definite article i or T
before an appellative starting with the letter 2. Thus, to find the toponym enne,
one needs to look under Tenne, lit. ‘body of cart’. If not readily lending itself to
such an analysis, the letters e and ¢ are unresolved and the toponym listed under
e or ¢. Cross references are used to guide any reader who is less concerned with
etymology. In contrast, the letters Y and + are always, irrespective or their
placement in the name, treated as digraphs and sorted as if written nic and T
respectively.

Entries starting with the definite article present a particular problem: common
practice as to taking it into account for alphabetization or not differs widely
between editions. In this work, as a rule of thumb, the article is always considered
when followed by an identifiable appellative. This solution is valid both for nouns
of native stock and loanword (thus for mowm and ngenaTon < €vatov, both are
found under m). If on the other hand the lexeme is by itself a proper noun, it is
alphabetized without paying attention to the article (hence: Macedonia under u).
This latter group involves names of countries, regions and a few important cities
abroad.

Headings are often followed by a short reference providing the name of the
pagarchy/nome where the locality was situated. Identifications are based on
Stefan Timm’s Das christlich-koptische Agypten in arabischer Zeit and the
Trismegistos database. I also mention the TM Geo reference numbers from
Trismegistos, which allows to find attestations in Greek and other languages as
well as bibliography, if available. The geographic reference is intended as a quick
orientation, and is not an authoritative attribution based on a close study of the

documentation. A concordance of TM Geo reference numbers is found at the very
end of this publication.

Other markup are the asterisk (*) to indicate uncertainty about the
identification as a toponym, and the white square (O) for places located outside of
Egypt, either real-world or mythological.
